Classwork

This term we will be focusing on using our knowledge of the sounds letters make and how we can blend these sounds together to read and write with some independence.  We will be focusing on how to use finger spaces to help present our writing and when reading we will be talking lots about the characters in stories as well as important events and predicting what might happen next. We will be exploring different 2D shapes, their properties and where we might see them in the environment around us. The class will also be looking at how they can use their existing counting skills to help them complete simple addition questions. 
Topic
Our topic this term is My Community. We will be learning all about Kintore, its place in the world as we as the resources available in the village for us to use. We will be going on community walks around the village. It is essential that during these walks your child is dressed appropriately for the weather conditions.
