5. Evaluating


Do you think the main character was right to do what they did?


Was the main character good or bad? Explain why you think this.


Would you recommend this book to someone else? Why?


Which character would you most like to be friends with?











1. Remembering


What is the first thing that happens in the chapter/book?


What happens in beginning/middle/end of the story?


Name the main characters in the story. Are they good/bad?


Can you explain the main events in the story?








3. Applying


How are you like the main character?


Is there anything you would like to ask the author about the story?


What did you learn from the story?


How would you have solved the problem differently?











2. Understanding


What was the story mainly about?


Explain why the title was given that title


How did the main character feel at the beginning/middle/end of the story?


Describe the main character using 3 adjectives.


Do you have anything in common with the main character?











6. Creating


If you were the main character, what would you have done?


What would you have chosen as a title for the book? Why is this a good choice?


Can you think of a different ending?


If you were the writer, what would you have done differently?


If the story was to take place somewhere different, how would this change the story?


Can you think of another character to join the story? 








4. Analysing


In what ways are the characters the same or different?


Is there anything going on which would NOT happen in real life?


Which part of the story did you like best? 


What was the theme/genre of the story? Can you think of another story with the same theme?


What was the saddest/funniest part of the story? How do you know this?
