                     -- Library Visit

Library
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The children will visit the library every alternate Friday. The dates are as follows:- 

19th January, 2nd February, 16th February, 2nd March and 16th March. Please ensure your child brings back their library book before the next visit either to the class or they can pop it in the returns box outside the Library.
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Topic

Our topic this term is about Animals and their Habitats. We will be learning about the World and the different environmental regions. Part of our investigations will be the regional effects on animals and food chains.
Outdoor Learning: We will still be venturing outdoors in all weather conditions. Please continue to provide your child with appropriate clothing and footwear for the conditions. 
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Maths
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Tick, tock goes the clock! Yes, this is the term we start learning to tell the time. We shall be focusing on o’clock, half past, quarter to and quarter past.  A Money topic will be introduced towards the latter end of the term and this will be in the format of recognising coins to £2, adding items to 10/20p and working out what change should be given from 10p. For numeracy we will continue to work on the formation of numbers to 10/20, investigate numbers to 20, and practise our number bonds to 10/20. Some pupils will be introduced to the concept of subtraction to 10.
Language
The initial sounds and common words will continue to be reinforced and pupils will be introduced to digraphs ( sh, th, wh, etc ) and learn to form and recognise capital letters. We will continue to build on our blending skills to enable us to read unfamiliar words and to help us with our spelling when we are writing our stories. Punctuation in the form of question mark, exclamation mark, bold writing etc will be explained to the pupils to help with expression when reading stories.
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French 
Each Tuesday afternoon I will be teaching French and this term we will be continuing to use simple greetings, colours, numbers to 10 in the class and learning the days of the week. 
Homework
Your child’s homework will usually be handed out on a Thursday and should be returned the following Wednesday. There will be a variety of formats, including the homework grids, talking box and mathematical games.  Homework tasks will reinforce what your child has been learning in class. Once completed please sign your child’s homework task.  
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Points to remember
· Children should come to school with appropriate clothing for the weather conditions as we will go outdoors as much as possible. If your child comes to school in wellies, please ensure they have a change of shoes for the classroom
· Please can you check that all clothes are labelled
· Children should come to School with sharp pencils
