Our class learning
Class Project – Read, Write, Count Story Packs & Scottish Inventors
The Scottish Government provides each child with a Read, Write, Count Story Sack. These will be given out during Scottish Book Week. Prior to this, we shall use the stories from the packs as a basis for developing our skills in story-writing, enquiry and discussion. 
We then plan to do a mini topic on Scottish Inventors and Inventions.  This is a technology and Enterprise based topic.  We will be researching famous Scottish Inventors and Designers as well as creating our own inventions.  This will develop our research skills and co-operative group work skills as we work together to complete design challenges.
