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It would be useful if you could remind children to: 
Dress sensibly for the colder weather; if they choose to wear welly boots to school, it is useful if they take a change of shoes and socks to wear while inside the building. 

Leave their gym kits in school. PE kits will be sent home regularly to wash and for you to check the size of clothes and shoes. 

Bring their book bag and home/school diary to school every day. Please ensure that you check your child’s book bag each day for notes or other correspondence. 

Take sharp writing pencils and a rubber to school each day. 

Take a water bottle filled with fresh water each day. 

Homework will continue to be issued on a Thursday. Homework should be returned on or before the following Wednesday. Please check that all homework has a name on it before it is handed in.

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Learning within the classroom

In Maths we will be developing our understanding of Time (MNU 1-10a) and Measure (MNU 1-09b).  As part of our Time work we will be focusing on how to read and convert analogue and digital times from o’clock and half past and calculating durations of time. 
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When measuring we will be comparing, ordering and measuring different objects using traditional measuring tools and units of measurement. 
We will also be continuing to work on number bonds within 20 focusing on the speed and accuracy of our calculations.

During our language sessions we will be learning and applying spelling patterns to all of our language tasks (LIT 1-21a).

In our taught writing sessions, we will be focusing on fairytale stories and responding to the characters of the stories as well as using our imagination to create our own stories. 

As you may already heard from the children, we have had a very special visitor to the classroom. Digby the Friendly Dragon has asked the children of P2A to help him rebuild Fairyland. To help him with this very important task we will be reading lots of traditional fairytales, using our story writing skills and imagination to write stories as well as designing and making lots of fairytale characters. Be sure to look out for Digby in your homes and around the school!
