Each child has a Home School Book which will show you what they are to read at home and when it should be read by. Maths and Numeracy

We are currently focusing on developing our knowledge of number and our counting strategies in class. This will be done through discussion, games, written tasks and other activities.

We will also be exploring different 2D and 3D shapes to build our knowledge of their features to help us identify them in our environment.
Topic

We are starting Primary 2 with a study of 'Weather'. The children are keen to find out more about how different weathers are made and how weather forecasts work. We will also be looking at the climate in Kintore/Scotland compared to the climate in other parts of the world. By using a range of instruments, we will measure and record the weather. If you have anything you think would be useful in helping us with our investigations and learning, we would love to see it and we will look after anything we are lucky enough to borrow!
