Our class learning
Class Project  - Creative Enterprise 
This term we will be a very creative class. Without giving too much away the class will be focusing on different artists and looking at various contexts. The work will lead to an Art Gallery at our class café. Watch this space for lots of budding artists in P2.

We will be learning about Enterprise and the various components linked to this. Pupils will experience concepts linked to enterprise like simple budgets, designing a company logo and advertising. 
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Literacy

I can write independently, use appropriate punctuation and order and link my sentences in a way that makes sense. LIT 1-28a
I can use my knowledge of sight vocabulary, phonics, context clues, punctuation and grammar to read with understanding and expression. ENG 1-12a

In writing we will be focussing on using punctuation correctly, particularly capital letters, full stops, exclamation marks and question marks. We will also be looking at linking words and trying to use them in our writing. We will have a focus on creative writing and developing our skills in this area. Reading homework will continue to be given every week.

Maths

Having explored fractions by taking part in practical activities, I can show my understanding of how a single item can be shared equally, the notation and vocabulary associated with fractions, and where simple fractions lie on the number line.  MNU 1-07a
We will be exploring fractions and equal parts through a range of practical activities and looking at different ways to write halves and quarters. In Numeracy we will be building on our work on counting in 2s, 5s and 10s, using this to help us develop multiplication and division skills. Processes for mental addition and subtraction will continue to be developed.

Outdoor/Daily Mile
As a general rule, if pupils have had an outdoor break/lunch we will continue to try and complete our Daily Mile.
