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Maths Activities – make it challenging!





Go outside and make snowmen measuring ¼ m, ½ m, 1 m.


Design a calendar and add any special events. E.g. birthdays or anniversaries.


Find three different shaped containers which can hold the same amount of water.


Brush up on your multiplication and division facts.


Help an adult to cook or bake following a recipe. Take responsibility for measuring the ingredients.


Using any shopping catalogue (including on the internet) “buy” birthday gifts up to the value of £20 for different members of your family. Write out the notes and coins used to pay for the items.


Ask an adult to write some ‘missing number’ sums e.g. 3 x ___ = 21. Make it challenging!


Make number cards 0 – 20 and practise your own adding and subtracting sums. How quick and accurate are you?


Think of a target number and write different sums to give that answer. You could use + - x or ÷.
