Our Class Learning

This term in Maths we will be focusing on:
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Data Handling - Using technology and other methods, I can display data simply, clearly and accurately by creating tables, charts and diagrams, using simple labelling and scale.   MTH 1-21a

Mental Maths - I can use addition, subtraction, multiplication and division when solving problems, making best use of the mental strategies and written skills I have developed. MNU 1-03a
