The tasks will cover a variety of curricular areas and will be reinforcing what the children have been learning in class. Ordinarily this will consist of a mathematical task, a literacy based task and a task from a third curricular area.
Children will also receive regular reading homework. Please remember to sign your child’s homework and reading record.

Term 1 Curriculum

Topic
The topic for this term will be a research project with regard to the Scottish wars of Independence. The children will investigate the origins, the history and the significant figures in the period, as well as looking at any parallels may be drawn in contemporary society. 
· I can use primary and secondary sources selectivity to research events in the past. SOC 2-01a
· I can discuss why people and events from a particular time in the past were important, placing them within a historical sequence. SOC 2-06a








Mathematics
· In Numeracy this term will focus on addition, subtraction, multiplication and division; and we will be focusing on identifying the links between them. We will also be exploring the properties of regular and irregular 2D and 3D shapes, angles, symmetry and direction.
· Having explored a range of 3D objects and 2D shapes, I can use mathematical language to describe their properties, and through investigation can discuss where and why particular shapes are used in the environment. MTH2 -16a
· I can accurately measure and draw angles using appropriate equipment, applying my skills to problems in context. MTH 2-17b


Literacy
Our Writing focus this term is linked to our topic – The Scottish Wars of Independence. 
We will be creating fact files, writing newspaper reports, diary entries and comparative reports. 
· In both short and extended texts, I can use appropriate punctuation, vary my sentence structure and divide my work into paragraphs in a way that makes sense to the reader. LIT 2-22a
· I consider the impact that layout and presentation will have and can combine lettering, graphics and other features to engage my reader. LIT 2-24a
