Term 1 Curriculum

Topic
The topic for this term will be an enterprise task which will focus on the dynamics of running a bespoke business.  The children will investigate the roles and skills required to design, market, produce and ultimately sell their own product.  The fruits of their labours will be available for purchase at the P5 Cafes throughout December. 

Mathematics
Our main focus this term is the understanding and completion of word problems involving the four operations.

Our focus this term is linked to the skills that the children have identified as required for our enterprise topic and will involve such skills as note taking, letter writing and advert construction.
