Topic

We will also draw different maps and use keys and symbols for information.
Literacy

We will be reinforcing the rules of instructional writing and go on to write our own instructions for a particular Olympic sport. Children will gather information related to a famous Olympic athlete of their choice. They will then go on to write a biography, sequencing relevant events in the athlete’s life in chronological order.
Numeracy

In Numeracy we have been recapping on and revisiting important foundations. This will continue with the focus on number skills, place value, rounding and tasks related to the four major operations (addition, subtraction, multiplication and division).
