We are continuing to encourage homework to be written down by the pupil themselves in order for them to become more independent in their final year, as well as giving the children a copy of their tasks to complete.

Homework will be handed out to pupils on a Thursday and will be due in the following Tuesday as in the previous term.  This term our Homework is focused on a three week mini- project about Digital Literacy and how it has developed over time. Each week the children will be given a task involving the project as well as a Numeracy activity based on what the children have worked on in class.

In our second term, Primary 7 has the topic of ‘Digital Literacy’. The children will be learning about the ways in which they can become more digitally literate by using a range of technology throughout the term (such as movies, photography and coding). Our aim is for the Primary 7s to be Digital Ambassadors for the rest of the school. 

In Writing our class are focusing on up editing and improving pieces of work, in particular looking at a range of Vocabulary, Connectives, Openers and Punctuation strategies, as well as Handwriting and Spelling techniques. 

During the second term, the children will be working within Fractions, Decimals and Percentages in their Numeracy, and well as 2D and 3D shape. We will be continuing with our Mental Maths skills as well.
