ow does the school self evaluate?

The HM Inspectorate of Education publication “How Good is our School 3” (HGIOS3) is designed to help schools self evaluate their performance through  key questions.  During this process all stakeholders in the school are consulted—staff, pupils and parents.

In February 2013 the nursery and school were inspected by H.M.I.E.  The report  identified a number of strengths in the school.  The report also identified next steps and this together with the staff’s annual audit have identified  the development needs and improvement priorities for the school to work on in session 2013-2014.

Strengths:

The culture of friendship, inclusion and respect, and the support for children with additional support needs.

Children’s engagement, confidence and skills in enterprise.

The school’s partnerships with the community which enrich children’s learning.

The high quality learning experiences for children in the nursery.

The outstanding leadership of the headteacher.

Development needs:

Continue to develop active approaches to learning across all stages.

Continue to develop assessment and planning of the curriculum to ensure progression in children’s learning between stages.

Here is a summary of the main improvement priorities:

· Moderation and standardised testing to provide evidence for standards and appropriate pace.
· A consistent approach to P.L.P.s across the whole school, allowing for pupils to self evaluate and assess and track their own learning.

· A whole school approach to Global Citizenship, encompassing Eco Schools, John Muir, Social Enterprise etc.

· A co-ordinated approach, with all partners, to supporting transition for pupils.

· Whole school engagement in active and outdoor learning opportunities.

Feedback:

Throughout the year we continue to look for ways to improve our performance and, to this end, we value any feedback from staff, pupils and parents.  Evaluations from Curricular Evenings, Open Days etc and verbal or written communications help us to plan further activities to suit most parents needs.
Our Achievements

School

The school achieved  Level 1 for Rights Respecting Schools.

The school achieved its second Green Flag.

P6/7 were presented with an Anne Frank award for their work on Racism and Discrimination.

A Primary 5 pupil has been chosen to represent Scotland in basketball.

We have been successful in winning the Tawse Tyres trophy for basketball and a number of football trophies throughout the year.

Community, Charity and Enterprise Events

We have raised over £7,000 for Mary’s Meals charity and have been able to build a school kitchen in Malawi.

Pupils also raised money for a number of other charities, including Kayleigh’s Wee Stars, in memory of a former teacher’s daughter.

A number of pupils organised fund-raising events, unaided in school.

Primary 4/5 organised and ran a very successful Business Breakfast for the local community.

Staff

Staff have attended a wide variety of training opportunities, including Global Citizenship, Rights Respecting Schools, Social Enterprise and the use of I.C.T. equipment.

P.T.A./Parent Involvement

The P.T.A. and Parent Council have continued to support the school with fundraising and family events, including a Family Ceilidh, Quiz Night & a Race Night.

Parents have provided invaluable support with events in school e.g. cycling proficiency, outdoor learning & school trips.

All classes in the school held cafes, shared starts and finishes for parents and other guests.
