FRASERBURGH CYCLE		
Enjoy a pleasant 12 mile cycle along the Formartine & Buchan Way and back along quiet roads on the outskirts of Fraserburgh. This route is deemed moderate, so some cycling experience is necessary, and bikes must be suitable for uneven, sandy tracks. This ride is for adults only, you must be fit enough to cycle 12 miles, your bike must be in good working order and you must be able to, and have the means to repair a puncture.
