Things to Remember

Children should:

e bring their book bag and home - school diary to school every day (please o)
ensure that this is checked daily for notes/letters) oo

e bring a pencil case every day with sharp writing pencils, a rubber, a sharpener and perhaps
colouring pencils (no pens please)

e bring a fresh water bottle every day (please note that juice is not allowed in the classroom)

Again, please
sign diaries to show they have completed their reading with you. In class, we will use our reading
books for activities so please make sure these are in school on a daily basis. Reading books, home-
school diary and common words packets should be kept separate in your child's book bag and not
handed in with the homework folder.

e In Maths this term we will be starting with some assessments and revising several areas
previously covered. We will take our learning on and have a focus on telling the time. We will
also be looking at developing our knowledge of addition and subtraction.

e InLiteracy we will be learning about writing poetry and also developing our report writing
skills.
